Membership of EPTA UK

Membership is open to individuals or corporate bodies with an interest in playing or teaching the piano.

Criteria for the different categories of membership

Full membership - Professional: for members, active in the piano teaching profession, who hold a qualification which includes piano performance of a level equivalent to Grade 8 or above and who can provide evidence of training as a piano teacher or of relevant teaching experience.

Full membership - Associate: for members without qualifications as outlined above, regarding both pianistic and teaching skills. Teachers for whom piano is not their primary instrument, but wish to further their pianistic and teaching skills may also apply for Associate membership. 
In order to be considered for associate membership, applicants would normally be expected to have a playing standard at least  equivalent to grade 8. If applicants cannot produce examination certificates as evidence of their playing ability, EPTA UK is able to consider recommendations for associate membership by way of references in letters from two musicians of standing.  
Associate members are strongly encouraged to pursue professional development opportunities with a  view to upgrading their membership to Professional status.
With effect from 1 January 2009 new Associate members will be advised that upgrading from Associate to Professional be achieved by the successful completion of one of the following: 
        1     The EPTA UK-Purcell Practical Piano Teaching Course

        2     The CT ABRSM course, where the student was being mentored in piano teaching, together with another qualification which included piano performance of Grade 8 level or above

        3     One of the accredited piano teaching diplomas

        4    The Mtpp course together with another qualification which included piano performance of Grade 8 level or above

Alternatively, Associate members may submit a portfolio of evidence of continuing professional development (an advice note is available and mentoring may be given)
Joint membership: available at a reduced rate for two members living at the same address.
Student membership: for those who are in full-time music education and for those in other employment who are not professional musicians and who are studying part-time for a music degree or diploma
Affiliate membership: for those who are not active in the profession, but who wish to receive the Piano Professional Magazine and to attend conferences and regional events at reduced rates       
Corporate membership: for companies and institutions with an interest in EPTA’s work
Emeritus membership: for retired members who have been members for 15 years or longer.
